Ragging constitutes one or more of any of the following acts:

ADIMINISTRATIVE ACTION IN THE EVENT OF RAGGING



"The institution will take disciplinary action against any student or students found guilty of
ragging, based on the specific details and severity of each incident. The Anti-Ragging Squad
will make recommendations, and the institution's Anti-Ragging Committee will then decide
on the appropriate punishment or course of action.”

2. Public nuisance created during ragging

3. Violation of decency and morals through ragging ?\

Collective punishment: When the persons committing or abetting the crime of ragging are not
identified, the institution shall resort to collective punishment as a deterrent to ensure
community pressure on the potential raggers.
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
